He relocated to San Jose State University,
where he held the H. Murray Clark Chair in
Chemistry, retiring as Professor Emeritus after
35 years of service. The late Ruth Neptune *40
became Chair of Muskingum’s Art Department in
1944. A versatile artist and educator, she became
a well-known teacher of o1l painting, water color,
fiber arts, and mosaics in the San Jose area.
