
Housing Selection 2017 

As a returning student, you are responsible for arranging your housing accommodations.  

This  newsletter explains your options and the procedure to secure your housing              

assignment for the  2017 – 2018 academic year.  If you will not be returning to Muskingum 

University for the Fall of 2017 semester, please contact the Academic Affairs Office as soon 

as possible. 

Please read the following information and follow the procedures to select your housing for 

next year.  Students requesting to commute or live off campus should refer to Page 3 for 

detailed procedures to follow.  All residential students will either need to apply to live in 

specialty housing (Greek housing spaces, Townhouses, Lakeside Houses) or participate in 

Room Draw. 
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Timeline 

Please note: If you sign a Housing License and Food Service Plan  
Agreement for the 2017 – 2018 academic year and then choose to 
break the contract for anything other than enrollment, you will be 
charged a $500 penalty for breaking your contract before May 31, 
2017 and $1500 if after June 1, 2017. 

Remember: You MUST be at Room Draw  to choose a room             
assignment.  If you CANNOT attend, you must fill out an Authorization to 
House Form and Housing License and Food Service Plan in advance of Room 
Draw.

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Frequently Asked Questions: 

When is Room Draw? 
§ Tuesday, April 4, 2017 at 4:00pm 
How do I get my lottery number? 
§ Numbers will be randomly assigned and you will receive an email    

indicating your lottery number on March 20.  There will be multiple 
opportunities to find your number if you lose the email or forget. 

How are lottery numbers selected? 
§ Class standing/credit hours, or start date at the University determine 

the range of lottery numbers from which you will be assigned. 
In what order is housing selected? 
§ Rising seniors select their rooms first followed by rising juniors, then 

rising sophomores.   
How do I figure out where to live? 
§ Floor plans will be posted in the lobby of each building. Pick a general 

area you would like to live in each building. 
§ You and your roommate select your room at Room Draw based upon 

what is available at the time your lottery number is called. 
What if I canΩt make it to Room Draw? 
§ You WILL still receive a lottery number. 
§ You MUST complete an !ǳǘƘƻǊƛȊŀǝƻƴ ǘƻ IƻǳǎŜ CƻǊƳ and Housing    

License and Food Service Plan.  Give these forms to your intended 
roommate to take with them to Room Draw.  Your intended         
roommate will select a room for you both. Your roommate cannot   
select a room for you without the completed forms. 

§ If you do not have a roommate, you will send the !ǳǘƘƻǊƛȊŀǝƻƴ ǘƻ 
IƻǳǎŜ CƻǊƳ and Housing License and Food Service Plan with the      
Student Life Office who will select for you. 

What if I canΩt find a roommate? 
§ If you do not have a roommate selected by Room Draw, you will wait 

until all others have chosen their room to select a room. 
§ Prior to Room Draw, there will be opportunities for you to connect 

with other students in need of a roommate.  Watch for information in 
the Student Digest to assist you in working through this process. 

What if my roommate has a better lottery number than me? 
§ The best number of each group/pair will  serve as the number for the 

group/pair to come forward to select their room from those available. 
What do I need to bring with me to Room Draw? 
§ Bring your roommates/group 
§ If applicable, bring any !ǳǘƘƻǊƛȊŀǝƻƴ ǘƻ IƻǳǎŜ CƻǊƳǎ and Housing  

License and Food Service Plans for roommates unable to attend. 
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Occupancy Rates 

Single Room — a traditional single occupancy room 

Super Single Room — previously designated as a double room, will now only 

have one set of furniture wherever possible, and be designated as single      

person occupancy 

Double Room — rooms that are designated as two person occupancy 

Triple Room — rooms that are designated as three person occupancy 

Quad Room — rooms that are designated as four person occupancy

Lottery Numbers 

NEW THIS YEAR!!! 

All students will be randomly assigned a lottery number.  Class 
standing/credit hours will still be utilized to determine class standing.  
You DO NOT need to come to the Student Life Office to draw 
a lottery ticket.  You w ill receive an email on March 20 w ith 

your lottery number.  After March 20, the list of numbers will be 
available throughout campus so that you can find your number if 

you lose the email or forget.  You will be able to find the list in the 
TOC and at the front desks of each lobby. 
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Specialty Housing 

Off Campus Housing/Commuting 

Students who wish to live off-campus must have lived on campus for at least 6  
semesters, submit an application to live off-campus, and receive permission from 
the Student Life Office.  If you qualify, you must submit the application by    
Tuesday, April 4 at 5:00 pm 

Exceptions will be made for the following: 

¶ You are married. 

¶ You are older than 25 years of age or older. 

¶ Your parents live within a 30 mile radius and you plan to live at home with 
your parents. 

 

Greek Housing 

All students in a Greek organization have the opportunity to live in Greek housing 
if their organization has a house.  Greek organizations who have the ability to 
stay in their organization’s house have received a letter from Stacey Allan and 
Andi Milligan and must meet the occupancy requirement of that house before any 
of its’ members are allowed to go through the Room Draw process.  Rosters for 
Greek houses are due March 13. 

 

World Language Living Learning Community 

The first floor of Finney Hall is designated as the World Language Living Learning 
Community where American students live with many of Muskingum’s international 
and exchange students in an internationally diverse community.  If you would like 
to live in this community, submit an application on OrgSync no later than Friday, 
March 17.  Any questions can be directed to Valerie Smith or Andi Milligan. 

 

Townhouses/Lakeside Houses 

In order to apply for a Townhouse/Lakeside House, groups of six must complete 
the Townhouse/Lakeside House application on OrgSync by the listed deadline.  
For the Townhouse/Lakeside selection, a ranking for each group based on credit 
hours completed or years of attendance, whichever benefits you, will be         
determined and the group with the most points will select their housing option 
first. 

Points are awarded based upon seniority: rising Seniors receive 4 points; rising 
Juniors 3 points; and rising Sophomores 2 points.  Applications to live in the 
Townhouses/Lakeside Houses are now available on OrgSync. One person fills out 
the application on behalf of the group and applications are due no later than   
March 22, 2017 by 5:00 pm.  Townhouses/Lakeside Houses can be co-ed within 
the house, but single gender within the rooms.  Each unit must be at full        
occupancy to be awarded and there must be an alternate included in the         
application. 
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Squatting 

If you currently live in a residence hall room and would like to live in the same room 
for next year, you may have an opportunity to sign up before Room Draw on April 4.  

Here is an easy way to select your room without going through the Room Draw       
process.  To see if you are eligible for squatting, please read the following: 

§ Your room must be available for squatting.  See below for rooms that cannot be 
squatted.  If your room is listed below, you must follow the other parts of the Housing 
Selection process. Rooms not available for squatting are determined to be specialty 
housing (i.e. singles, quads, triples, Townhouse/Lakeside Houses, and all Thomas Hall 
rooms and Memorial/Moore Hall rooms). 

§ Communicate with your current roommate about his/her intentions to squat the room.  
If both roommates desire to squat the room, but do not wish to live together, a         
decision must be made regarding who will go through other parts of the Housing      
Selection process and who will squat the room.  Roommates should contact their RA 
and/or AC if help is needed with this decision. 

§ You must have a roommate in order to squat your room.  This doesn’t have to be the 
person currently living with you (see above) but you cannot squat your room by     
yourself. 

§ The squatting period will be March 28 and 29 from 6:00 pm—7:00 pm each night.    
Residents must report to the lobby of their residence hall and select their room with 
the staff at the front desk.  Squatters must bring their desired roommate with them.  If 
a roommate is not available, you must have an Authorization to House Form and    
Housing License and Food Service Plan in their absence.  Both individuals will sign their 
Housing License and Food Service Plan at that time.  Individuals should note the      
penalties associated with the cancellation of contract. 

§ Once residents successfully squat their room, they DO NOT need to attend Room Draw. 

Rooms NOT Available for Squatting 

All rooms in Thomas Hall and Memorial/Moore Hall are reserved for incoming first year     
students, and therefore are not available to be squatted.   

Townhouses and Lakeside Houses may NOT be squatted.
